EMB conducted multiple #HeresWhy interviews with various industry professionals, including 

members of IAEEôs Advocacy Committee as well as recipients of IAEEôs 20 Under 30 Award. The 

campaign also saw a significant increase in the number of people following and engaging with 

our published content on the EMB blog and across all social channels.

As Exhibitions Day approaches, EMB created the Exhibitions Day webpage with relevant 

information for 2017 and refreshed all state infographics to include the most up to date data. 

Currently, EMB is working to identify key pieces of legislation to take to Capitol Hill as well as fact 

sheets and talking points for each issue.
